BICYCLISTS 'ﬁ may use Blacktailed Deer, Ce-
dar Grove, Elderberry, Ellis Street Access, Goldfinch,
Mountain View, Old Holgate, Orchard Loop, Pioneer
Orchard, and Raymond Street Access Service Road
trails only. Bicyclists must share the use of these trails
with hikers and on the multipurpose trails with eques-
trians.

EQUESTRIANS* may use Blacktailed Deer, Ellis
Street, Old Holgate, Goldfinch, Mount Hood, Orchard
Loop, Service Road, Wild Hawthorn, and Wildhorse
trails only. On these trails they share the use of these
trails with hikers but have the privilege of right-of-way.
On multipurpose trails they have right-of-way but also
share with bicyclists.
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
