Native to eastern north America.
Height can reach 150°".

Compound leaves with 7-9 leaflets, downy underneath.
Tree has male and female catkins. Nuts are good but very hard

to crack.

Bark is comparatively smooth.
e Wood is similar to Shagbark hickory.
Very rare in Portland. This Heritage Tree may be the only one

in the city.
