OREGON ASH (Fraxinus latifolia) OLEACEAE  

Native from Washington to California, often along water courses.  
Record height to 150', but usually up to 60'.  
Compound leaf with 5-7 leaflets, dull green.  
Male and female flowers on separate trees. Fruit in large hanging 
clusters; has single wing.  
Fall color is attractive yellow.  
Very rare in Portland; not really an urban tree.  
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
